applicants’ income, expenses, assets and liabilities. 
 

�  Meet with a “Towards Financial Freedom” small group until the entire amount received 
from the Blessing Account is reimbursed. 

 
�  Tithe towards the Blessing Account until the amount from the Blessing Account is 

reimbursed. 
 

�  Continue to live FCF’s Membership Covenant on an ongoing basis after the above 
commitments have been fulfilled.

White Chocolate-Raspberry Cheesecake Bars  
 
12 OREO Cookies, finely crushed  
2 Tbsp.  Butter, melted  
3 squares BAKER'S White Chocolate, divided  
2 pkg.  (8 oz. each) PHILADELPHIA Cream Cheese, softened  
1/2 cup sugar  
1 tsp.  Vanilla  
2 eggs  
1/4 cup red raspberry preserves  

HEAT oven to 350ºF. Mix cookie crumbs and butter; press onto 
bottom of 8- or 9-inch square pan. Melt 2 chocolate squares as directed 
on package.  

BEAT cream cheese, sugar and vanilla with mixer until blended. Add 
melted chocolate; mix well. Add eggs, one at a time, mixing on low 
speed after each just until blended. Pour over crust.  

BAKE 25 to 28 min. or until center is almost set. Cool 5 min.; spread 
with preserves. Melt remaining chocolate square; drizzle over 
cheesecake. Cool cheesecake completely. Refrigerate 4 hours.

 Dear Pastor Dave: 
  I am not sure where to start except the date my daughter was incarcerated a year and a half 
ago.While life went on its merry old way, we did what we normally do - the totally unexpected 
happened.  My daughter who worked as an RN at Aultman was charged and convicted of 3 felony 
counts and is serving time in Trumbell County Correctional Facility.  Needless to say, our world 
crumbled and we had not dealt with a prison system (outside of a few parking tickets) and our 
granddaughter, Danielle, fell in our laps.  I remember going to the public library and having them send 
away for books on how to explain mommy or daddy is in prison.  Our faith in God, Christian upbringing 
and knowing God approves and knows all before it happens - all came to the foreground and we forged 
ahead.  Our main concern was always about Danielle (age 11) and having to take her to prison to visit 
her mom about broke our hearts and I need to mention that my dad was a minister, age 89 at the time, 
and explaining all this to her grandparents was again heartbreaking.  My dad passed away just 3 months 
ago and one of the last things he said is, "tell Niki we will always love her and pray for her and Danielle 
daily".  My mom has been so supportive through all this and keeps reminding me that we all sin, just in 
different degrees, and need to forgive. 
  Okay, that's a short "how I got here" version and it brings me to the purpose of this email.A 
few months back, I received a phone call about the Angel Tree program and that Niki had submitted 
information so that Danielle could participate.  I remember talking to a nice lady who asked what 
Danielle would want or need, marked the date on my calendar and really had little knowledge of Angel 
Tree or expectations, but I knew if a luncheon was held in a local church, we would be in good hands. 
  Danielle and I went and what an awesome experience.  To see other children, who also have 
parents incarcerated, and to, just a few hours, be recognized that we are always loved, forgiveness needs 
to happen and know the community cares, still brings me to tears.  When we went "shopping", Danielle 
picked out her gift to her mom and, Cindy, you are my hero!!  Danielle is so excited to have presents for 
her mom and I am honored that I know the kind lady behind Blossom Bucket. 
  Pastor Dave - your team is beyond words.  Faith (great name to have), gave it her all, the kind 
lady who took pictures, ran them to have developed, and then presented them back to us - and the list 
goes on and on.  Just last night, a friend contacted me and asked where I go to church.  My response was 
for him to visit you and he would be in great hands.  I see where your favorite scripture is:   Matthew 22: 
'Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.' And 'Love 
your neighbor as yourself.' and you truly show your love to others. 

Wal-Mart also lost a very good customer since I will always now remember Kohl's, and their 
kindness and generosity. Thank you, from the bottom of my heart, for making my Christmas season be 
all about loving Christ . . .and allowing a once devastating experience,   become a blessing in our lives.  
God knows all, if we can only keep our hands out of the machinery.
